First Holy Communions at St. Patrick’s Church 

Dear Parents, 

Following a very difficult 2020, during which churches were closed for three months and pandemic 
lockdowns meant that many services had to be postponed, I am glad to say that we are now able 
to celebrate your child’s First Holy Communion Mass in church.  

However, we are sƟll restricted by some government restricƟons. The government classify First 
Holy Communion Masses as ‘Life Cycle Events’. This means that numbers aƩending each Mass 
must be no more than 30 people. Please note, this number does not include helpers, children 
under 5 years old or the Priest. 

Because of this we will be holding FIVE separate First Holy Communion Masses at St. Patrick’s 
Church in the coming weeks. The dates and Ɵmes will be: 

1. Monday 28th June at 6pm. 

2. Sunday 4th July at 11.30am. 

3. Monday 5th July at 6pm. 

4. Sunday 11th July at 11.30am. 

5. Monday 12th July at 6pm. 

AT EACH MASS SEVEN CHILDREN WILL MAKE THEIR FIRST COMMUNION AND MAY BE 
ACCOMPANIED IN CHURCH BY FOUR FAMILY MEMBERS. 

On the Day:  

Face coverings must be worn by adults during the Mass.  

You will be assigned a bench in church with your child’s name on the end. This will be your family 
bench.  

Your child may dress in tradiƟonal First Communion clothing, but this is not essenƟal. Normal 
smart clothes are quite acceptable. 

Photographs may be taken, especially aŌer the Mass. 

Service booklets will be available for everyone. 

Your child will receive a cerƟficate recording the day of their First Communion.  

Please arrive in church at least 15 minutes before the Mass starts. I look forward to seeing you all 
for some great celebraƟons. This will be an important day in your child’s life and their journey of 
faith.
